I have for some time been aware of a 
major threat to our recreation from Kauri 
Die Back (Phytophthora taxon Agathis 
or PTA) which seems to have become 
much more of a concern in recent months. 
Kauri dieback is the deadly kauri disease 
caused by Phytophthora taxon Agathis (or 
PTA). Following DNA studies, this fungus-
like disease was formally identified in 2008
as a distinct and previously undescribed 
species of Phytophthora. Kauri dieback is 
specific to New Zealand kauri and can kill
trees of all ages. It is now widely spread 
and can be found in many parts of the 
upper North Island. Some areas of DoC 
land have already been completely closed 
to public access to prevent the spread of 
PTA. 

Why should we be concerned, after all 
it is only a few trees?
Kauri plays a vital role in New Zealand’s 
culture, history, landscapes and 
ecosystems. Kauri are among the most 
spectacular trees in the world and are 
environment-shapers; exerting a strong 
influence on the species that live with
them, including humans. However, due 

to exploitation, only a small fraction of 
the original kauri forests remain. Kauri 
forest is critically important to all New 
Zealanders, but it is also vulnerable. 
Losing all our kauri trees has been likened 
to losing all our Kiwis.

Concern that PTA could be spread by 
vehicle use is the main reason that the 
Wires Track at Maratoto was closed. 

NZFWDA needs to act to ensure that 
we are able to maintain access to DoC 
controlled lands north of Raglan.There is a 
lot of information on PTA here http://www.
kauridieback.co.nz/ and elsewhere on the 
web.

How can we prevent the spread of 
PTA?
PTA lives in soil and transported by water 
on to the roots of Kauri.  Work is underway 
looking at how we can prevent the spread 
of PTA and if you 4x4 north of Raglan you 
will need to know about PTA as it will have 
an effect on you some time soon. 

When going into, or out of an area 
where Kauri live, you need to remove 
all soil and disinfect any dust etc. 
(Trampers will already be familiar with 
the requirement to disinfect boots and 
dirty clothing) and keep off Kauri roots.

Since my last report:

The National Executive Sub-
committee (which includes Grant 
Purdie from Wellington CCVC 
Club) met in Wellington for a full 
day workshop to work through the 
Health & Safety Work Act and its 
impact on the Association.
(a) There was substantial 
discussion (and very robust 
debate) about what the Act means 
and how to deal with it.  Grant 
Purdie is working on typing up 
the DOC notes arising from 
that meeting for the purpose of 
progressing matters further.  I 
realise you want to be as up to 
date as possible on the legislation 
but because of the wide nature 
of Health and Safety under the 
new Act and the consequence of 
anything that NZ4WD Association 
does, we have to be very careful 
about this.

(b) Whatever we do can be 
scrutinised.

(c) Central Zone tell me they 
had a Zone Meeting which they 
invited a local Health & Safety 
Representative along and 
apparently he referred to my paper 
presented to the National AGM in 
May which he had found on our 
website! 

I arranged a meeting with 2 DOC 
Senior Managers about Maratoto 
on Saturday 29 October 2016 at 
the ford, Wires Road before the 

start of the track.  I took my 110.  
Tony Burgess took his Suzuki.  
Dave Brown his Safari and Steve 
Morley took his Jeep.  Ces Horan 
also attended.  
We had a discussion with DOC for 
about 45 minutes before getting 
in the vehicles and taking the 
2 DOC Managers up the track 
through the gate stopping on a 
number of occasions on route to 
the ABC Rock.  We stopped at 
the ABC rock for lunch and then 
continued stopping at the last big 
water hole before the Tairua River 
and walk through to the river and 
the campsite.  We then headed 
back.  My 110 standard 750-16 
(32½ inch) mud tyres got stuck 
on its Salisbury diff and we were 
able to show Avi and Leanne how 
to recover a stuck vehicle.  On the 
way out, I had a burst water pump 
hose.  I have now changed those 
hoses on both my V8’s! We hope 
to get agreement with DOC on an 
annual plan for the track soon.

You may be aware that there was 
a Toyota Rav that got stuck in the 
Manukau Harbour at Blockhouse 
Bay which led to another 4 
vehicles also getting trapped in the 
Bay and I was questioned by TV3 
about this.

In October, Penny and I went down 
to Hawkes Bay and stayed on one 
of the historic farms (Olrig) with a 
group of Series One Land Rover 
enthusiasts (thanks Richard and 
Trudy for hosting us and to all the 

group). We were able to spend 
some time driving around the 
farm.  I always enjoy Hawkes Bay 
and always enjoy driving around 
farms.  Those of you who are lucky 
enough to live in such places have 
much more access to four wheel 
driving then we have in Auckland 
where there is limited four wheel 
drive access and pressure on 
all the tracks because of the 
population.  

On a health and safety note, 
we are adding two rooms (a loft 
conversion) to our old villa.  I had 
to hire a trailer to remove the old 
roofing iron because my trailer was
too small.

There 
was no briefing on how it operated

There is also an issue with the 
Clayton Pack Track where access

a road which is an unformed legal 
road.
These issues are a work in 
progress and we will keep you 
informed on what outcomes come 
from our submissions.

The Mainland Winch Challenge 
Series has been completed for the 
year and has been very successful 
with good entries this year.  I take 
my hat off to these guys, there is an 
enormous amount of organisation 
required to set up these events and 
run them successfully.

The Nelson Club had an issue 
which all Clubs and organisers 
should be aware off.  After running 
their Winch Challenge on a 
farmers property the local Regional 
Council received a complaint about 
sediment contamination (run off) 
into a stream. The Club had been 
careful, however there was a 
problem and they were fined along 
with the Farmer.  The Southern 
Zone helped out with a contribution 
to the fine and both the Association 
and the Club ensured that the 
farmer had no expenses to pay.

Popular visitor sites in Southland are being 
destroyed because of inconsiderate four-
wheel drive users, forcing the Department 
of Conservation (DOC) to rethink access 
rights to some areas.
Over the past twelve months, significant 
parts of the Mavora Lakes and Borland 
areas have been damaged by vehicles. 
Instances of rubbish-tipping are also on the 
rise.
Grant Tremain, DOC Principal Ranger, 
Recreation/Historic (Fiordland District) 
said that while 4WD activity is allowed on 
certain areas of conservation land, these 
are restricted to tracks built and maintained 
for that purpose:
“Reckless and thoughtless four-wheel 
driving is causing significant damage to the 
landscape. There is a code of conduct for 
four-wheel driving, designed for the long-
term sustainability of the activity, and the 
environment.”
“If this wilful destruction of the environment 
persists, we may have to review vehicle 
access to certain areas of conservation 
land. This is a shame as there are many 
responsible four-wheel drive users in New 
Zealand who would never consider causing 
this kind of damage,” Grant Tremain said.
Four-wheel drivers are required to 
avoid sensitive areas, including alpine 
landscapes, swamps, waterways, sand 
dunes and river beds easily damaged by 
vehicles. Vehicles are also required to stay 
on tracks, and avoid widening them.
Bill Jarvie, Fish & Game Officer (TeAnau) 
said that he was very concerned about 
recent reports of 4WD activity at Mavora 
Lakes Conservation Park:
“Vehicles have been seen racing each 
other along the lakeside road, and there is 
clear evidence of destructive off-roading, 
and associated littering with bottles. Apart 
from the environmental impact this causes, 
this kind of activity puts the safety of 
legitimate park users at risk.”
“The Mavora Lakes area is popular with 
families, locals and overseas visitors 
whether they be camping, tramping, fishing 
or horse-riding,” Bill Jarvie said.
Those embarking on four-wheel driving are 
required to read and abide by the activity’s 
Care Code, available at doc.govt.nz
Anyone with information relating to 
prohibited 4WD activity should contact 
Grant Tremain on grtremain@doc.govt.nz 
(03 249 0200).

I had a really good conversation 
with Grant Tremain from DoC a 
very reasonable man.  He was very 
quick to point out that he did not see 
Clubs as the problem here as he 
sees us as responsible and generally 
following the DoC four wheel drive 
code of Conduct.  This action here is 
particularly galling as last year we sent 
a crew in to fix a hut that had been
vandalised by youths.  Thankfully they 
caught the culprits and they got their 
just desserts. 

On a brighter note it was a real 
privilege to be involved in The 
Landrover Owners Club Otago’s 
50th celebrations.  Over a hundred 
registrations plus partners from 
current and past members arriving 
from all over New Zealand.

A great “nag and natter” on the Friday 
evening with some fantastic photos of 
past events and some real pioneering 
stuff blasting a road through to the 
Barn Bay on the West Coast and the 
first vehicles through the Haast Pass
(I think even before it was officially
opened).

Brilliant trip on the Maungatua Range 
on a clear Autumn day for most of the 
time anyway.  Heaps of vehicles and 
great to see the old Landies out with 
the guys and gals all dressed up in 
their County gear. 

Saturday evening dinner, more 
reminiscing and a run through of the 
Clubs history with trips, buying the 
Club land, camping tales at the Club 
camp on the Lindis and a rendition of 
a couple of amazing poems and songs 
from past and current members and to 
boot a pretty good feed.

It has been quiet in the Southern 
Zone for the last year or so, but 
things are starting to heat up. I 
have two major projects on at the 
moment, the Clayton Pack Track 
closure & the Ashburton River 
Habitat Plan, plus I am helping 
with the West Coast Challenge 
the SINDA Club is running and a 
Mud Plug my Club is running and 
of course there is the NZFWDA 
Health & Safety.

The Clayton Pack Track is one 
of the iconic tracks in South-
Canterbury, it isn’t overly difficult 
but the view from the Dowboy 
Saddle is quite spectacular looking 
out over South Canterbury in one 
direction and down into the Fairlie 
in the other direction. This has 
been a favourite trip for my Club 
for years. Back in July we got 
a letter from the Timaru District 
Council (TDC) saying Mr Waite, 
the owner of Mt Walker Station at 
the top of the Clayton Pack Track, 
had been issued a Licence to 
Occupy the track and had the right 
to lock the gate. 

Well we couldn’t have that so I 
got to work, I contacted Walking 
Access and got onto Geoff Holgate 
our Regional Field Advisor. Geoff 
confirmed the Council doesn’t have 
the authority to issue a Licence 
to Occupy on an Unformed Legal 
Road (ULR) which the Clayton

Pack Track is. The problem is the 
track doesn’t stick to the ULR. Our 
first step was to get the Licence to 
Occupy rescinded, so we went to 
the council to explain that we used 
the track, they were sympathetic 
but said we would have to write 
to Andrew Dixon the TDC’s Land 
Transport Manager, he had the 
authority to cancel the licence. 

I rallied the troops and the council 
got bombarded with letters. 
Confident I sat back and waited 
for their reply, but Andrew Dixon 
said he wasn’t going to cancel 
the licence, a devastating blow. I 
phoned Geoff and said I was very 
disappointed with the decision and 
what was our next step, I said we 
were willing to fight it but wasn’t 
sure where to start. Geoff said he 
would give Andrew a call as the 
Walking Access had been quoted 
that they agreed with the council 
where in fact they didn’t. Anyway, 
Geoff phoned back a few days 
later and said the council had 
changed their mind and was going 
to cancel the licence. 

Our next battle is with Mr Waite 
himself as he has refused to 
remove the barrier and unlock 
the gate. Geoff has arranged a 
meeting between Mr Waite and 
myself at the Council office in 
Timaru with Andrew Dixon and 
Geoff in attendance. That will 

happen 9th December I am hoping 
we can come to some agreement 
where we can have access to the 
track again, but I am prepared for 
a battle.

The next battle is with 
Environment Canterbury (Ecan). 
They have decided to get involved 
with the management of the 
wild life on the Ashburton River. 
During spring the shorebirds nest 
in the river and we have one of 
the largest colonies of Black Bill 
Gulls in New Zealand. Our Club 
has a long standing policy not 
to run trips in the river during 
the nesting season (October to 
December), so we got an invite 
to a meeting of the working group 
for the “Ashburton River/Hakatere 
shorebird habitat management 
plan”. We got a copy of the draft 
plan and it didn’t look good for 
vehicle access. One section was 
headed “Implementation of a 
total vehicle and foot access ban 
at the SH1 black-billed colony”. 
Concerned this could affect other 
users of the river I contacted Fish 
& Game NZ to see what they 
thought of the plan. It surprised 
me to find out that they had heard 
about the plan, but weren’t given 
a copy or had any input into it and 
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they weren’t even invited to the 
meeting. 

At the meeting I noticed we were 
the only non greenies there, Fish 
& Game did send a representative 
but since he only had a day to 
read the plan he was in the blind. I 
very strongly objected to the dates 
of the vehicle access ban from 
August to February inclusive since 
the birds don’t start nesting till 
October and generally are gone by 
Christmas. I also pointed out that 
in the middle of the Canterbury 
Plains there are very little places 
that 4x4 enthusiasts can go other 
than the river and to close the river 
for such a long time would be very 
hard to police. 

The writer of the plan is a 
consultant group called Wildlife 
Management International and I 
asked them what had the most 
impact on the nesting birds, the 

answer didn’t surprise me, it was 
Woody Weeds and Predators, 
4x4 came well down the list. What 
did surprise me was that where 
public have access to the river the 
predators number are well down. 
Anyway to cut a long story short 
I went away feeling I had put our 
concerns forward and we were 
listened to.

The next thing we received from 
Ecan was the final plan and an
invitation to the meeting to discuss 
the plan, they had listened to our 
concerns and changed it from 
Implementation of a total vehicle 
and foot access ban at the SH1 
black-billed colony to “Investigate”. 
This meeting was very different 
from the first meeting, there
weren’t as many people there, 
but this time Jay Graybill, Fish & 
Games Chief Executive was there 
and he wasn’t happy. Fish & Game 
have statuary obligations when it 

comes to New Zealand rivers and 
not to be consulted about the plan 
was unacceptable. Jay is a very 
astute man and asked a very simple 
question “is this a plan or something 
else”. The answer he got changed 
everything, apparently it isn’t a plan 
it’s more a strategy. This makes 
all the difference, a Plan is what 
we are going to do, a strategy is 
what we would like to do. We have 
setup a group to manage the river’s 
habitat and we will have our next 
meeting after the nesting season to 
see if any of the control measures 
have worked. 

I feel most of our concerns over 
access will be ignored, but we 
have a better chance of influencing
changes from the inside, so I will 
keep going to the meeting and 
having my say.

Northern Zone 
have done a great job getting a 
new management agreement with 
DOC but ink and signatures are 
not yet on paper…….

DOC are undertaking a recreation 
review of KaimaiMamaku Forest 
Park. I attended a couple of the 
public consultation meetings and 
can report that most participants 
regarded the KMFP as being for 
recreational hunting, enjoyment 
of natural environment, tramping, 
overnighting in suitable huts / 
lodgings, possible development 
of an iconic walkway, and 

possible development of 
cycle trails. 4Wheeling got no 
official recognition during the
consultation meetings I attended 
which only serves to inform me 
that, as an Association, we are 
going to have to do much more 
to secure, retain, and maintain, 
track networks and access for our 
4WD sport and recreation. The 
groundwork to facilitate this has 
been laid in terms of relationships 
developed by National PRO, 
Roger Seymour and our Zone 
PROs but, as a 4WD “community” 
we continue to be presented with 
more access losses than wins.
More to follow on this subject 
methinks……..

Another membership renewal 
round has occurred and our 
annual production of membership 
cards has been ably completed 
by National Secretary Bobbie 
Kincaid. A second run of cards 
will be done for late / new 
associate members early in the 

New Year.

The Health and Safety Executive 
sub-committee have continued 
to develop policy documentation 
for NZFWDA and there have 
been countless hours of effort 
put into this matter. Northern 
Zone President, John Hickey, has 
headed up the sub-committee 
and Grant Purdie has provided 
high level skills in development 
of draft policies and useful 
documentation.

The usual Christmas / New 
Year holiday silly season is now 
looming and I wish all members 
very best wishes and good times 
wherever you may end up over 
this period. Stay safe and take 
care out there but most of all 
enjoy!

- Can live in felt soled waders for 6 
weeks.
- Water temperature does not effect 
it.
- The North Island is free of Didymo.
