· Promote and manage safety by reviewing our operational procedures, members and volunteer activity with the aim of preventing harm to individuals.
· Maintain the Club's plant and equipment to a safe standard

To achieve this outcome the Club should not:
· Require or request members and volunteers to carry out any work or activity which has the potential to be unsafe.
· Expose members, volunteers or any other persons to unreasonable risks.

People are our most important asset and the safety of our members, volunteers and other persons is paramount

The success of our safety management is dependent on such factors as:
· Pro-active planning of all Club activities
· Understanding the risk involved in off road driving
· Risk identification and appropriate control measures
· Where possible eliminating or reducing the level of risk as much as is reasonably practicable.
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
